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Editorial
Some plans for future work were formally
announced at the Trust’s annual meeting at
the end of October. Clearance will be carried out
at Birtley, with the aim of creating a canalside
walk, this being the subject of our application for
finance from the Aviva Community Fund, as
mentioned in last month’s WPN.

A planning application has been submitted for
rebuilding Harsfold Bridge, which carries a farm
track over the Arun Navigation section of the canal
near Wisborough Green. Our volunteer engineer
Nigel Yarwood has designed a structure able to
support heavy agricultural vehicles, but simple in
construction so it can be built using largely
volunteer labour.

The recent Localgiving 'Grow Your Tenner'
funding campaign brought in donations of just
over £1750, which, with some future regular
monthly donations, should attract more than
£1000 of match funding. This is a very worthwhile
way of bringing in much needed cash for our
future projects.

Once again, it’s December, so Happy Christmas
from WPN, and all the best for 2018.

y the end of November who knows what may
be happening at Gennets Bridge Lock (GBL)?

put in is showing through and the weeds are
doing their thing too. Now towpath chatter says
there will be a dry winter.

Water from the winding hole is filling the lock,
going though the top stop planks and being held
back by the bottom stop planks. The water level in
the lock is controlled with sawdust on the wet side
of the stop planks and a pump; the objective being
to fill up the lock to full depth whilst finishing the
bottom training walls on the dry(?) side of the
bottom stop planks. At Gennets sluice there is
only the smallest of trickles from the lakes, which
is doing nothing to fill the canal.

A couple of design changes to the lock bottom
training walls will enable them to be finished
before the piles holding up the causeway are
removed. This will mean that a landing stage will
be required downstream of the lock when that part
of the canal is restored.

November saw the delivery to GBL of over 700
hedging plants. This gave the TSG, nominally a
construction team, a chance to show their
planting talents, but more of that in the spring
next year, when there is a show or no show. See
below for the GBL landscaping plan.

The site equipment is being taken to the
Tickner’s Depot using the WACT Land Rover and
trailers - a slow process. Two of the cabins went to
Tickner’s on schedule with the rest due to follow
soon after.

The weather has been so mild the grass seed we Eric Walker

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Northern (Summit) Working Party
hereas October was busy in the North,
November has been quiet. At Guns Mouth

Island, three hours were spent trimming back the

tree stumps to make them presentable for the

planning application due to be submitted shortly
for the new cut to the A281. Whilst there, we
pumped out the two pontoons which were
surprisingly still afloat, given the amount of water
in them.

Heading south, at Compasses Bridge a combined
London WRG/Northern WP team cleared the last
of the debris and Heras fencing panels from the
now former site compound and all is tidy there.
With the aid of our smaller digger, the John
Smallpeice was dragged from her mooring across
the silt bar and tied up at the new Compasses
Wharf by the bridge ready for work to be carried
out to convert her to a work boat.

The slipway work continues steadily. London
WRG dismantled the formwork shuttering from
the southern side walls and started to re- erect
this on the northern side. Brick laying can now
start on the copings; though progress will depend
on the weather. Over the Christmas holiday week
Dave Evans plans to have a major servicing
session on the mechanical plant, large and small.
Saturday 30th December is pencilled in if you
need a break from Christmas. We have a wood
burning stove in a now-insulated cabin/rest area
which is very cosy.

Looking ahead into 2018, we plan to complete
the slipway in the Spring - after which we have
been asked to carry out some vital repairs to the
brickwork of Farnhurst and Fast Bridges. This
work will run in tandem with our planned work to
install a path/site access along the canal at
Birtley. For now, thank you and Happy Christmas
to all of our volunteers who have either worked on
the canal in 2017 or who have helped to raise the

funds to keep us in work. For 2018, we could do
with some new helpers on the team. So why not
make it your New Year’s resolution to join us.
Please call, text or e-mail me if you would like to
help. We meet every third Saturday of the month
and often on other Saturdays as required.

As part of that we collected,
repaired and installed the permissive path notice
at Drungewick and completed the repairs to the
fence at Devil’s Hole Lock.

MWWP did a great job and completed cutting the
final 90 yards of the hedge between Haybarn
Swing Bridge and Lee Farm causeway, so we have
started on the section from the causeway to Lee
Farm lock. About 100 yards of hedge has been
done so far. We intend to return to this site after
Christmas.

We spent almost a whole day at the Tickners site
clearing the towpath southwards to the causeway
and northwards around all the planted areas
which were much overgrown. A big litter pick was
also necessary and clearance of all four culverts, a
job which Dave Kersley used to do. A visit to
Gennets Bridge lock was undertaken to 'scope' the
task ready for the New Year.

Finally we have made a start in Sidney Wood
and cleared up to the second causeway from
Firtree Copse. The post in the Copse, which has
six waymarks on it, was repaired by attaching a
spur post to it as it was not possible to remove the
waymarks.

We shall continue in Sidney Wood on 4th
December but intend to visit Lordings on the 11th
where we have three special jobs to do apart from
the usual grass cutting.
